TURTLES OF MALAYSIA

"Turtle" is an "umbrella term” that includes sea turtles, freshwater turtles (also known as terrapins and softshell
turtles) and terrestrial turtles (also known as tortoises). All turtles are reptiles, they are cold-blooded, and females
produce eggs and have scales or scutes. They have no teeth but serrated jaws, they lay their eggs on land, whether
at the beach or nesting bank, and they breathe using lungs. There are about 22 species of turtles that are native to
Malaysia which have been classified according to their characteristics as below.
